The system includes two low pressure and 
two high pressure compressors, both with 
air-banks.Two 50 liter 200 bar cylinders 
serve as emergency supply for the stand-
by diver. 
All reducers, pressure gauges, depth 
gauges, diver communications, and links 
to the bridge, office, deck, decompression-
room are concentrated in one cabin. 
From here the diving supervisor has com-
plete control over all diving operations. 
The air to the divers runs below deck to a 
cabinet next to the water entry site. This 
avoids damage-risks to the divers umbili-
cal, like when they are all over the work-
deck.
